The present year commenced with a busy and productive 
vintage at the cellar.  Our high levels of quality of grapes are 
mainly due to the Nuy Valley’s typical hot and dry summer.  
The previous year was a particularly dry year with a limited 
80 mm of rain. 
 
This year, however, we have already received more than 150 

mm of rain.  Furthermore we are in the middle of a very cold 

winter.  Both these conditions are critical to ensure a good 

harvest in 2012. 

Wine of the month:  This cold winter definitely calls for our 

new 2011 Red Muscadel.  Enjoy this smooth desert wine on 

cold evenings or as the ideal finishing touch after a warm 

meal. 

Cellar:  The white wine filtering process will soon be 

completed.  Our red wines are currently pumped and stored 

in wooden barrels for 2 years to achieve maturity. 

Vineyard:  At the moment new vineyards are being planted 

and existing vineyards will also receive their desired attention 

by being pruned.
